9) Further costs management is ordered as follows.

10) A costs management conference is to be listed on xxxx before the assigned judge with a time estimate of 30 minutes for the purpose of 
a) approving a revised budget.

b) controlling the parties’ budgets in respect of recoverable costs.

c) the costs management conference will be conducted by telephone.  The Claimant must make the relevant arrangements in accordance with Practice Direction 23A Civil Procedure Rules.

d) the costs management conference will be conducted in writing.  
e) At least 3 clear days before the case management conference the parties must exchange and file:

i) a revised budget;
ii) a list of issues relevant to the management of its costs to trial, or the parties must confirm there are no such issues.

11) Because this Order has been made without a hearing, the parties have the right to apply to have the order set aside, varied or stayed.  A party making such an application must send or deliver the application to the court (together with any appropriate fee) to arrive within 7 days of service of this Order.
