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NB this includes RCJ
1) …

3) A case management conference is to be listed on xxxx before the assigned judge with a time estimate of 30 minutes.

a) The case management conference has been listed for further active case management by the Court.

b) The case management conference will may be conducted by telephone if the parties so agree, unless the court orders otherwise.  The Claimant must make the relevant arrangements in accordance with Practice Direction 23A Civil Procedure Rules.
c) At least 3 clear days before the case management conference the Claimant must file and send to the other party or parties preferably agreed and by email:

i) draft directions 
ii) a chronology
iii) a case summary.

4) Because this Order has been made without a hearing, the parties have the right to apply to have the order set aside, varied or stayed.  A party making such an application must send or deliver the application to the court (together with any appropriate fee) to arrive within 7 days of service of this Order.
· List case management conference first available date after 4 weeks or as appropriate.

· Delete ‘judge’ and Add ‘Master in Room xxxx’ if in the RCJ.

· Time estimate 30 or however many minutes.

· The case managing judge may wish to substitute a specific reason for the case management conference.

· Delete  ‘will’ or ‘may’ as appropriate.  NB the default for a case management conference with a time estimate of “no more than one hour” is by telephone.  See Practice Direction 23A paragraph 6.

· The words ‘if the parties so agree’ should be deleted if the telephone hearing is ordered.
