PRACTICE NOTE

 
REGISTRATION OF NOTICES AFFECTING LAND PURSUANT TO SECTION 18 LAW OF PROPERTY (MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS) ACT 1994
 
This Practice Note outlines the procedure to be followed where notices affecting land (e.g. Notice to Quit) are served on the Public Trustee under Section 18 of the Law of Property (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1994.
Section 14 of the Act amends Section 9 of the Administration of Estates Act 1925 to provide that where a person dies
 
a)
intestate, or
 
b)
leaving a will, but at the time of his death or at anytime before probate is granted there ceases to be an executor with power to obtain probate,

 
his or her real and personal estate will vest in the Public Trustee until the grant of representation.  The vesting of the estate does not confer any beneficial interest in or impose any duty, obligation or liability on the Public Trustee in respect of the property which vests in him.
 
Section 18 of the Act provides that where a person has died and a grant of representation has not yet been filed, service of notices affecting land will be sufficiently served if addressed to the personal representatives of the deceased and left at or sent by post to their last known place of residence or business in the UK and a copy of it similarly addressed is served on the Public Trustee.
 
HOW TO SUBMIT YOUR APPLICATION TO REGISTER A NOTICE
 
A separate application should be made in respect of each property, and person, unless more than one property is covered in one title.
 
1)
You must address the Notice to:

“The Personal Representative of  (full name of the deceased)  

of  (deceased’s last known place of residence)”
 

Notices should NOT be addressed to the Public Trustee or C/O the Public Trustee.
 
2)
A completed original form NL1 must be submitted with each Notice.  Photocopied Oyez forms are 
NOT acceptable due to breach of copyright.  However, you may compile your own form in accordance 
with the statutory prescribed form.
 
3)
A cheque or Postal Order for the fee (with effect from 1st April 2003, £40 per Notice).  Cheques should 
be made payable to “The Public Trustee”.

Please note that registration of a notice does not constitute an admission on the part of the Public Trustee that he is the proper person to be served with the notice or that the notice is effective for the purpose for which it is intended.

 
APPLICATION FOR SEARCH OF REGISTER OF NOTICES AFFECTING LAND PUBLIC TRUSTEE (NOTICES AFFECTING LAND) (TITLE ON DEATH) REGULATIONS 1995
 
The Public Trustee keeps a computerised register on which he records details of notices served on him under Section 18 as well as retaining the original notices.  Each notice is registered against the name of the deceased person and records details of the land to which the notice relates and the date of registration.
 
It is possible to request the Public Trustee to search the register against the name of a deceased person.  The register of notices kept by the Public Trustee only records notices served on him on or after 1 July 1995.  Prior to that date where a person died intestate their real and personal estate vested in the President of the Family Division and notices were served on the Treasury Solicitor on their behalf.  For earlier deaths, it is suggested that enquires are also made to the Treasury Solicitor.
 
HOW TO SUBMIT YOUR APPLICATION FOR A SEARCH
 
1)
A completed original form NL(2).  Photocopied Oyez forms are not acceptable due to breach of 
copyright.
 
2)
A cheque or Postal Order for the fee (with effect from 1st April 2003,£20 per search).  Cheques should be made payable to “The Public Trustee.”
 
The search will be made in the exact name given and a separate search form should be completed and a separate fee paid to search a variation of the name.
 
Whilst it is not essential, applicants are strongly urged to describe any property owned by the deceased as it will enable a cross check to be made.
